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THE NURSERY OF HEROES

MACEDONIAN INSTITUTE OF “ROYAL YOUTHS”
IN THE AGE OF PHILIP IT AND ALEXANDER THE GREAT

The article examines the system of state-sponsored education for
members of the elite that existed in Macedonia during the reigns of
Philip IT and Alexander the Great. It is shown that this system was in-
tended for noble Macedonians of late adolescent age. This institution,
officially known as the “royal youths,” emerged under the influence
of practices in the Achaemenid Empire, where the noble youth were
likewise required to reside at the royal court for upbringing and edu-
cation combined with guard service. Serving at the Argead court, the
Macedonian “royal youths” effectively functioned as hostages. Their
presence discouraged influential families from anti-government ac-
tions and fostered loyalty to royal authority among the young aristo-
crats. Through this institution Philip II strengthened his control over
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the elite of Upper Macedonia and promoted the consolidation of the
kingdom. Another function of the institution was to prepare adminis-
trative and military personnel for the needs of the army and the state
apparatus. The training of the “royal youths” took place largely
through practical participation in guarding the king, hunting, military
campaigns, religious rituals, and court banquets. In this way, the
youths acquired skills necessary for military activity and were able to
observe how decisions concerning military command and administra-
tive governance were made, how international negotiations were
conducted, and how interpersonal interaction functioned within the
highest circles of the Argead state. It is noted that the principal pur-
pose of involving the youths in the service of the royal household
was the formation of discipline. Punishments and rewards, which
were closely connected with this aspect of education, remained the
exclusive prerogative of the monarch himself. The education of the
“royal youths” also included a broader cultural component consisting
of the study of philosophy, literature, and natural science, in which
Greek intellectuals present at the Macedonian royal court played an
important role. The article concludes that the institution proved gen-
erally effective. Many individuals who passed through it later distin-
guished themselves as outstanding commanders during Alexander’s
Eastern campaign and in the era of the Diadochi, while some also
demonstrated abilities in literary activity.
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
